In 1934 theTwo Rivers Bibe Institute
(TRBI) was dunded in theCarea ara,
about 20 mimites southast of Nipawin.
TRBI was loc&ed on a small knolltahe
junction of the Carrot River and the
Leather River. An incredible amount of
work, dgermination and sacribcenvere
required to estabish thecampus and lgn
the Bible College program.

Over the years 3ooding beamea problem
as theCarrot and Lether Rivers orer-

Rowed ther banks epeatedly. Many staf
homes were Roodel up to theroof, and the
dormitories and bapd expeienced
Rooding as &l. Livestock was lost and
evacudions ly boa were required.
Eventually thepainful deision was made
to relocde the stool. Onecan only
imaginethe disappointmat experienced
by thosewho had irvested so nuch, only to
se much of it appaently go to wastefrom
